-Continued focus is on coach development.  We had two certification clinics and brought in Rick Torbett, to much acclaim.  These initiatives have been recognized by Basketball Canada.
-5 medals at OBA's

-Facilities continue to be a concern.  We have a strategic partnership with ARC industries' new gym and we are continuing to explore partnerships with UGDSB and WCDSB.

-Player selection process remains problematic because we can't confirm tryout dates because school boards won't confirm gym bookings until second week in September

-Coaching selection process continues to be impacted by a shortage of qualified coaches.

-Uniforms and spiritwear were more successful than last year.  Spiritwear options will continue for one more year.

-Steve Baker shared information about the tournament we hosted.  We raised $11, 600.  We had 100 volunteers and 1500 players participate.  We learned that it is essential to have a non-coaching convenor at each site.  Next year we plan to run a two weekend tournament (novice to major bantam; midget to junior).
