The Player’s Viewpoint of the READ & REACT Offense by Rick Torbett
In the R&R offense, there are only two kinds of players to consider: The one with the ball and the ones without the ball.

THE PLAYER WITHOUT THE BALL

If you’re a player without the ball, you do NOT have the freedom to do ANYTHING you want at ANYTIME. You must be disciplined to your spacing and reactions. You will react with a predetermined movement to everything the ball-handler does. To be specific, your responsibilities are: 

1. Be in a spot that’s been defined by the R&R offense.

2. Watch the ball and anticipate.

3. On the perimeter, fill up any open spot.

4. Be ready to react to a N-S drive or an E-W dribble.

5. If you’re one pass away, then use the read line; if your defender is over it, rear cut.

6. If on the weak-side, look for a Pin & Skip opportunity. If your defender is closest to you, then you set the Pin Screen. If your defender is deep in the lane, then line up to receive the Skip Pass.

THE PLAYER WITH THE BALL

If you have the ball, then you have the freedom to take whatever the defense gives you. You are free to simply play, to attack in almost any possible way.  Let’s look at 10 INTENTIONAL things you could do. Each of your actions elicits a response from your teammates. And don’t forget: you now know ahead of time how your teammates will react. I’ve included their response to your action.

1. You could shoot the ball. Then your teammates should rebound.

2. You could drive right or left to the goal. Then your teammates circle-move right or left.

3. You could speed dribble right or left. Your teammate is forced to rear cut. Spots are filled up behind you.

4. You could power dribble right or left. Your teammate executes a pick and roll with you.

5. You could pass to the right or left and basket cut with a chance to get the ball back and score. Your teammates fill up the empty spots.

6.  You could feed the post and choose one of 4 cuts to try and score. Your teammates rotate and fill the spots.

7.  You could throw a skip pass.
